GREASE FIRE:

1. Never leave surface units unattended at
high settings. Boilovers cause smoking and
greasy spillovers that may ignite. Heat oils
slowly on low or medium settings.

2. Always turn hood ON when cooking at high
heat or when cooking flaming foods.

3. Clean ventilating fans frequently. Grease
should not be allowed to accumulate on
fan or filter.

4. Use proper pan size. Always use cookware
appropriate for the size of the surface ele-
ment.

TO REDUCE THE RISK OF INJURY TO

PERSONS IN THE EVENT OF A RANGE

TOP GREASE FIRE, OBSERVE THE FOL-

LOWING:*

1. SMOTHER FLAMES with a close-fitting lid,
cookie sheet, or metal tray, then turn off
the burner. BE CAREFUL TO PREVENT
BURNS. If the flames do not go out imme-
diately, EVACUATE AND CALL THE FIRE
DEPARTMENT.

2. NEVER PICK UP A FLAMING PAN - You
may be burned.

4. Sufficient air is needed for proper combus-
tion and exhausting of gases through the
flue (chimney) of fuel burning equipment
to prevent backdrafting. Follow the heating
equipment manufacturer’'s guideline and
safety standards such as those published
by the National Fire Protection Associa-
tion (NFPA), and the American Society for
Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning
Engineers (ASHRAE), and the local code
authorities.

5. When cutting or drilling into wall or ceiling,
do not damage electrical wiring and other
hidden utilities.

6. Ducted fans must always be vented to the
outdoors.

7. Do not use this range hood with an ad-
ditional speed control device.

8. To reduce the risk of fire, use only metal
ductwork.

9. Use with approved cord-connection kit only.

10. This unit must be grounded.

2. For general ventilating use only. Do not
use to exhaust hazardous or explosive
materials and vapors.

3. To avoid motor bearing damage and noisy
and/or unbalanced impellers, keep drywall
spray, construction dust, etc. off power unit.

4. For best capture of cooking impurities,
your range hood should be mounted 18-24”
above the cooking surface.

The fan and light are each controlled by
a rocker switch. The light switch has two

positions, “ON” and “OFFThe fan switch ALWAYS DISCONNECT ELECTRIC
has three positions - “HIGH? “LOW” and POWER BEFORE SERVICING

Remove aluminum fil-
ter by turning filter re-
tainer to one side. Fil-
ter should be washed
once a month in a
hot detergent solu-
tion. Aluminum filters
are dishwasher safe.
When installing filter,
make sure that filter
slides under retain-
ing tabs on back of
fan housing. Turn filter
retainer so that ar-
rows on retainer point
toward front and back
of hood.

FAN
ASSEMBLY

Remove filter. Remove
two screws holding
motor bracket to range
hood, and unplug fan
assembly. Be careful
not to allow fan as-
sembly to drop when
screws are removed.

CLEANING

Clean your hood with a mild detergent suitable for painted
surfaces. DO NOT USE ABRASIVE CLOTH, STEEL
WOOL PADS OR SCOURING POWDERS.

Fan assembly may be vacuumed. Fan assembly is per-
manently lubricated, and never needs oiling.
