Thiz unil 15 equipped with an extarnal water tank
which sils on a support tray and is easily attached o
the rear side of the unil with the use of the wo
support hangers (see pg. 12). Align the two
supports brackets on the external water tank with
he support hangers on the rear side of the unit and
push down firmly.

If his
situation ooccurs, the unit will signal (BEEP) for 20
seconds, and the (RED) WATER FULL indicatar light
will flash. Thiz condition will remain steady uniil the
external water tank is rednstalled [connected) o the
unit, at which fime the secondary pump will aclvabe
and pump the water from the intermal resenoir to the
pxtermal tank allowing normal oparation O resume.

the condenser coil and is subsequently cascaded
across the fins of the condenser coll.

A5 the waler cascades across the hasted fins of the
condenser coil, it is evaporated. This process
minimizés accumulated waler from being stored,
which results in longer running fimes and less
frequent emptying of the water lanks.

This process is continuous during air conditioning
