Please keep the kitchen room a good convection before connecting this
appliance; Please check that the pouer supply cord is nol damaged. A damage

supply cord must be replaced by qualified service personnel only.

There shall be adequale ventilalion of the room when the range hood
1s used at the same lime as appliances burning gas or other fuels; the
awr must not be discharged inlo a flue thal is used for exhausting fumes

Jrom appliances burning gas or other fuels.
Regulations concerning the discharge of aiwr have to be fulfilled.

Do not flame under the range hood.

This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above
and persons with reduced physical, sensory or menlal capabililies or lack
of experience and knouledge 1f they have been given supervision or instruction




concerning use of the appliance in a safe wny and understand the hazards
mvolved.

WALL MOUNTING INSTALLATION

1.Prepare for installation:
a.lf you have an outlet lo the outside, your cooker hood can be connected

as below picture by means of an extraction duct (with an interior diameter
of 150mm)

c.The cooker hood should be placed at a distance of 65~75cm above the
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cooking plane for best effection.

2. Installation (Vent outside):

Attention! Observe the warning in the instruction sheet concerning
the operation of the appliance when air is discharged from the room.

Drill 5 x 8mm holes lo accommodale the brackel. Screw and tighlen the

bracket onto the wnll with the screus & screw plugs provided.

In order to install the activated carbon filter, the grease filler should be
detached first. Press the lock and pull 1l dounuord.

Plug the acltiwaled carbon fillter into the unil and turn il in clockwse direction.
Repeat the same on the other side.

If the glass canopy has not been pre-assembled by the factory, then it should
be fixed to the top of the main body of the cooker hood at this stage.

If you are going lo be using the hood in extraction mode, you should f[ix

the duclting hose lo lthe cetling.
The electrical connection must correspond Lo the eleclrical requirement noled
on the rating plateuhich 1s placed inside the cooker hood.The appliance should

now be connected to the electrical supply.

Check thal the appliance 1s operaling correctly by seleclting each speed and

swilching the lLight bulbs on and off.
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Remove the hanging hook and then slide the lower chimney section
downuards,until it rests against the main body of the cooker hood.

Use a stainless steel cleaner and polish on the slainless steel seclions of
the appliance.

If you are using the appliance in recirculation mode, then you should now
Jil the carbon filler. See the *“fitling the carbon filler” section on page 9.

To install onlo the uall drill 2 holes of O8mm on a swilable place according

with the centre distance of hole wn the back of the cooker hood.

3.There are 2 methods for ventilation, including horizontal ventilation
and vertical ventilation’. Please pay altention to the ventilation method
when anstallation.

Vertical ventilation: See Pic A, please use tool take out the round cover
before using, and the air can be venled f[rom tlop horizonlal venlilation:
See Pic B, lake oul the ruound cover before wusing, and the aiwr can be

venled from back.

Outdoor exhausting: Twrn the adjuster to ouldoor position, install the outlel,

turn on the cooker hood, then the air wll be vented from the outside oultlet.

Recycling: the recycling mode with carbon filter [Turn the adjuster to indoor
position, wnstall the outlet cover, lurn on the cooker hood, then the air

can be wvented from tlhe inside oullet.

Note: The charcoal filter is mounted on the back of the grill and musl
be changed once three month.

Warning: The charcoal cannot be washed or recycled. It should be
changed at most after 120 hours using. The carbon filter showldn t
be exposed to heatl.
