If you plan to install a custom overlay panel, you will need to

m The thickness of the overlay panel must be 34" (1.91 cm).

m  Overlay panels weighing more than recommended may Y
cause damage to your ice maker.

m  Match wood grain direction with that of adjacent cabinets.
Sand panel edges to provide a smooth finish.

m  Use moisture sealer on both sides and all edges of the panel
to avoid damage from moisture.
