Preparations of Ductwork and Location ‘

NOTE: TO AVOID DAMAGE TO YOUR HOOD,
PREVENT DEBRIS FROM ENTERING
THE VET OPENING.

- Decide the location of the venting pipe from the
hood to the outside. Refer to Figure 1.

- A straight, short venting run will allow the hood
to perform more efficiently.

- Try to avoid as many transitions, elbows, and
long run as possible. This may reduce the
performance of the hood.

- Temporarily wire the hood to test for proper
operation before installing.

- Important: Peel any protective film off the hood.

- Use duct tape to seal the joints between pipe
sections.

Island Installation \

ACAUTION: USE HAND TOOLS ONLY. DO
NOT OVER TIGHTEN SCREWS. IT MAY

ACAUTION: If moving the cooktop range is
necessary to install the hood, turn off the
power in an electric range at the main
electrical box. SHUT OFF THE GAS BEFORE
MOVING A GAS RANGE.

And use a protective covering to protect cooktop

and/or countertop from damage.

1. Mark centerline of cooktop or range on ceiling.
Use centerline marked on ceiling to position the
range hood as shown in Figure 2.

2. Cut and remove ceiling drywell. Install 2” x 4”
cross framing lumber (not provided) between
ceiling joists.

3. Framing should be 11-2/16” (O.C. = on center)
between front and back, and 10-3/16” (O.C.)
between both sides of the 2” x 1” cross framing
lumber. Refer to Figure 3.

4. Finish the ceiling surface. Be sure to mark the
location of the ceiling joists and cross framing
lumber.

5. Cuta6-1/2” duct opening and approximately a 1”
wire access hole.

6. Adjust the telescopic stack with the screws
provided to the desired height. Refer to Table 1
and Figure 4. (Lower screws must be drilled into

the metal motor housing.) o -
7. Place only the inner duct cover over top of the
telescopic stack prior to mounting to the ceiling < |

and let it rest on the bottom flanges.

8. Align the telescopic stack to the mounting
surface and secure ten hood mounting screws
(provided) into the ceiling joist and cross framing
lumber. Make sure screws are driven into the
ceiling at the middle of joists and cross framing
lumber for maximum support and stability.

9. Route house wiring into the ceiling as close to
the installation location as possible. Allow
additional length of wiring to drop down from the
ceiling to the electric box.

10. Connect the electrical wires according to color
(green to green, white to white, and black to
black) and cap with wire connectors. Green wire
must be grounded to reduce risk of electric shock.

11.Use 6” round aluminum or steel pipe (not
provided) to connect to the plastic collar.

12. Slide the outer duct cover downward so that it
slits properly on the hood.

13. Fasten the inner duct cover in place with 4
screws (provided). Refer to Figure 5.

14. Slide the outer duct cover up the telescopic stack,
and temporarily hold or fasten in place.

15. Align the hood with the telescopic stack so that
the motor harness is on the same side as the
control unit harness. Refer to Figure 6.

16. Fasten the hood body to the telescopic stack
using 8 screws (provided). Refer to Figure 7.
17. Use 2 screws (provided) to secure the outer duct

cover to the hood body. Refer to Figure 8.

18. Install the Baffle Filters.

19. Turn power ON in control panel. Check all lights
and fan operation.

20. Make sure to leave this manual for the homeowner.

MAINTENANCE

For optimal performance, clean the range hood surface and baffles regularly.

To Clean Hood Surface

CAUTION: NEVER USE ABRASIVE CLEANERS, PADS, OR CLOTHS.

*** Regular care will help preserve its fine appearance.

1. Use only mild soap or detergent solutions. Dry surfaces using soft cloth.

2. If hood looks splotchy (stainless steel hood), use a stainless steel cleaner to clean the
surface of the hood. Avoid getting cleaning solution onto or into the control panel. Follow
directions of the stainless steel cleaner. Caution: Do not leave on too long as this may
cause damage to hood finish. Use soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently rub
off any stubborn spots. Use dry soft towel to dry the hood.

3. DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood.

4. DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the
surface and cause rusting.

5. DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain
in contact with stainless steel for extended periods. Many of these compounds contain
chemicals, which may be harmful. Rinse with water after exposure and wipe dry with a clean
lint free cloth.

To Clean Baffle Filter/Qil Tunnel

CAUTION: DRAIN OIL FROM BAFFLE FILTERS, SPACERS & OIL TUNNEL REGULARLY
TO PREVENT OVERFLOW.

1. Remove all the baffle filters, spacers and oil tunnel.
2. Using a sponge, wash with warm soapy water. Dry completely before returning into place.
CAUTION: SHARP EDGES

(Note: Baffle Filters are top rack dishwasher safe.)
