Congratulations on your new Samsung microwave oven. This manual contains important information
on the installation, use and care of your appliance. Please take time to read this manual to take full
advantage of your microwave oven's many benefits and features.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT
SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Warnings and Important Safety Instructions in this manual do not coverall possible conditions and
situations that may occur. It is your responsibility to use common sense, caution, and care when
installing, maintaining, and operating your microwave oven.

PRECAUTIONS TO AVOID POSSIBLE
EXPOSURE TO EXCESSIVE MICROWAVE
ENERGY

A. Do not attempt to operate this oven with the door open since open-door operation can result in
harmful exposure to microwave energy. It is important not to defeat ortamperwith the safety
interlocks.

B. Do not place any object between the oven front face and the door or allow soil or cleaner residue
to accumulate on the sealing surface.

C. Do notoperate the oven if it is damaged. It is particularly important that the oven door close
properly and that there is no damage to the:

1. Door (bent),
2. Hinges and latches, (broken or loosened),
3. Doorseals and sealing surface.

D. Theoven should not be adjusted or repaired by anyone except properly qualified service

personnel.

When using any electrical appliance, basic safety precautions should be followed, including the
following:

6. Usethis appliance only forits intended use as described in the manual.
Do not put corrosive chemicals orvapors in or on this appliance. This type of oven is specifically
designed to heat, cook, ordryfood. It is not designed forindustrial or laboratory use.

7. HOTCONTENTS CAN CAUSE SEVERE BURNS. DO NOT ALLOW CHILDREN TO USE THE
MICROWAVE.

8. Do not operate this appliance if it has a damaged cord or plug, if it is not working properly, orif it
has been damaged or dropped.

9. This appliance should be repaired or serviced only by qualified service personnel. Contact the
nearest authorized service facility for examination, repair, or adjustment.

10. Do not cover or block any openings on the appliance.

11. Do not tamperwith or make any adjustments or repairs to the door.

12. Do not store this appliance outdoors. Do not use this product near water, forexample, neara
kitchen sink, in a wet basement, neara swimming pool, or similar locations.

13. Do notimmerse the cord or plug in water.

14. Keep the cord away from heated surfaces. (including the back of the oven).

15. Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table or counter.

16. When cleaning surfaces of the doorand oven that come together when the door closes, use only
mild, nonabrasive soaps, or detergents applied with a sponge or soft cloth. Unplug the plug before

c. If materials inside the oven ignite, keep the oven door closed, turn the oven off, and
disconnect the power cord, or shut off the power at the fuse or circuit breaker panel. If the
dooris opened, the fire may spread.

d. Do not use the cavity for storage purposes. Do not leave paper products, cooking utensils,
orfood in the cavity when not in use.

18. Liquids, such as water, milk, coffee, ortea can be overheated beyond the boiling point without
appearing to be boiling. Visible bubbling or boiling when the containeris removed from the
microwave oven is not always present. THIS COULD RESULT IN VERY HOT LIQUIDS SUDDENLY
BOILING OVER WHEN THE CONTAINER IS DISTURBED OR A SPOON OR OTHER UTENSIL IS
INSERTED INTO THE LIQUID. To reduce the risk of injury:

a. Do notoverheat liquid.

b. Stirliquid both before and halfway through heating it.

¢. Do not use straight-sided containers with narrow necks.

d. Afterheating, allow the containerto stand in the microwave oven for a short time before
removing the container.

e. Use extreme care when inserting a spoon or other utensil into the container.

19. Oversized foods or oversized metal utensils should not inserted into the microwave oven as they
may cause a fire orrisk of electric shock.

20. Do not clean the microwave with a metal scouring pad. A piece of metal could come off the pad,
contact electrical parts, and cause an electric shock.

21. Do not put paper products into the oven when you are operating it in the toaster mode.

22. Do not store any materials, otherthan manufacturer's recommended accessories, in this oven
when notin use.

23. Do not coverthe racks orany other part of the oven with metal foil.

This will cause the oven to overheat.

Boil overs cause smoking and greasy spillovers that may ignite and spread if the vent fan is

operating. To minimize automatic fan operation, use adequate sized cookware and use high

heat on surface units only when necessary.

If materials inside the microwave oven should ignite, keep the oven door closed, turn the oven

off and disconnect the power cord, or shut off power at the fuse or circuit breaker panel. If the

dooris opened, the fire may spread.

Use of inadequately sized cookware on top of the stove may result in melting of microwave

doororother damage.

e Always observe safety precautions when using your microwave oven. Never try to repair
the oven onyourown. There is dangerous voltage inside. If the oven needs to be repaired,
contact an authorized service center nearyou.

Do not attempt to repair, disassemble, or modify the appliance yourself.

Do not operate the appliance with wet hands.

e This may resultin electric shock.

Do not spray volatile material such as insecticide onto the surface of the appliance.

¢ Aswell as being harmful to humans, it may also result in electric shock, fire or problems
with the product.

To cook food in your microwave oven, microwaves must be able to penetrate the food without being Not recommended
reflected orabsorbed by the cookware holding the food.

Consequently, it is important to choose cookware that both allows microwaves to penetrate food and
is microwave-safe.

The following lists contain various types of cookware and indicate if and how the cookware should be
used in a microwave oven.

¢ Glassjars and bottles — Regular glass is too thin to be used in a microwave and can shatter.

¢ Paperbags — These are a fire hazard, except for popcorn bags that are designed for microwave
use.

¢ Styrofoam plates and cups — These can melt and leave an unhealthy residue on food.

¢ Plastic storage and food containers — Containers such as margarine tubs can melt in the

Recommended cooking utensils microwave.

¢ Glass and glass-ceramic bowls and dishes — Use for heating or cooking. Testing utensils

e Microwavable plastic wrap — Use to cover. Leave a small opening for steam to escape and avoid
placing it directly on the food.

e Wax paper— Use as a coverto prevent spattering.

» Papertowels and napkins — Use for short-term heating and covering. They absorb excess
moisture and prevent spattering. Do not use recycled papertowels, which may contain metal and
can catchfire.

* Paperplates and cups — Use for short-term heating at low temperatures. Do not use recycled
paper, which may contain metal and can catch fire.

¢ Thermometers — Use only those labeled 'Microwave Safe' and follow all directions. Check the
food in several places. Conventional thermometers may be used once the food has been removed
from the oven.

If you are not sure whether a dish is microwave-safe or not, you can perform this test:

™ 1. Fillalcup glass measuring cup with waterand
putitinside youroven, next to the dish you want
to test.

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e Aluminum foil — Use narrow strips of foil to prevent overcooking of exposed areas. Using too
much foil can damage youroven, so be careful.

¢ Ceramic, porcelain, and stoneware — Use these if they are labeled 'Microwave Safe'. If they are
not labeled, test them to make sure they can be used safely. Never use dishes with metallic trim.

e Plastic— Use only if labeled 'Microwave Safe'. Other plastics can melt.

e  Straw, wicker,and wood — Use only for short-term heating, as they are flammable.
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Cooking guide

Microwave energy actually penetrates food and is attracted to and absorbed by the water, fat, and
sugar molecules in the food. The microwaves cause the molecules in the food to move rapidly. The
rapid movement of these molecules creates friction and the resulting heat cooks the food.

Cooking techniques

Stirring

Stirfoods such as casseroles and vegetables while cooking to distribute heat evenly. Food at the
outside of the dish absorbs more energy and heats more quickly, so stirfrom the outside to the center.
The oven will turn off when you open the door to stiryourfood.

Arrangement

Arrange unevenly shaped foods, such as chicken pieces or chops, with the thicker, meatier parts
toward the outside of the turntable where they will receive more microwave energy. To prevent
overcooking, place thin or delicate parts toward the center of the turntable.

Shielding

Shield food with narrow strips of aluminum foil to prevent overcooking. Areas that need shielding
include poultry wing-tips, the ends of poultry legs, and the corners of square baking dishes. Use only
small amounts of aluminum foil. Larger amounts can damage your oven.

Turning

Turn foods over midway through cooking to expose all parts to microwave energy. This is especially
important with large items such as roasts.

Standing

Food cooked in the microwave builds up internal heat and continues to cook for a few minutes
afterthe oven stops. Let food stand to complete cooking, especially food such as roasts and whole
vegetables. Roasts need this time to complete cooking in the center without overcooking the
outerareas. All liquids, such as soup or hot chocolate, should be shaken orstirred when cooking is
complete. Let liquids stand a moment before serving. When heating baby food, stirwell and test the
temperature before serving.

Adding Moisture

Microwave energy is attracted to water molecules. Food that is uneven in moisture content should
be covered orallowed to stand so that the heat disperses evenly. Add a small amount of waterto dry
food to help it cook.

Venting

After covering a dish with plastic wrap, vent the plastic wrap by turning back one corner so excess
steam can escapeW
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General cooking recommendations

Guide for cooking vegetables in your microwave

Dense foods, such as potatoes, take longerto heat than lighter foods. Food with a delicate texture
should be heated at a low power level to prevent it from becoming tough.

Altitude and the type of cookware you are using can affect cooking time. When trying a new
recipe, use the minimum cooking time and check the food occasionally to prevent overcooking.
Food with a non-porous skin such as potatoes or hot dogs should be pierced to prevent bursting.
Frying with oil orfat is not recommended. Fat and oil can suddenly boil overand cause severe
burns.

Some ingredients heat fasterthan others. For example, the jelly inside a jelly doughnut will be
hotterthan the dough. Keep this in mind to avoid burns.

Home canning in the microwave oven is not recommended because all harmful bacteria may not
be destroyed by the microwave heating process.

Although microwaves do not heat the cookware, the heat from the food is often transferred to the
cookware. Always use pot holders when removing food from the microwave and instruct children
to do the same.

Making candy in the microwave is not recommended as candy can heat to very high
temperatures. Keep this in mind to avoid injury.

Guide for cooking eggs in your microwave

Never cook eggs in the shell and neverwarm hard-cooked eggs in the shell. They can explode.
Always pierce whole eggs to keep them from bursting.
Cook eggs just until set. They become tough if overcooked.

Vegetables should be washed just before cooking. Often, no extra wateris needed. If you are
cooking dense vegetables such as cubed potatoes, carrots, or green beans, add about a cup
water.

Smallvegetables (sliced carrots, peas, lima beans, etc.) will cook fasterthan larger ones.
Whole vegetables, such as potatoes, acorn squash, or corn on the cob, should be arranged in a
circle on the turntable before cooking. They will cook more evenly if turned over after half the
cooking time.

Always place vegetables like asparagus and broccoli with the stem ends pointing towards the
edge of the dish and the tips toward the center.

When cooking cut vegetables, always coverthe dish with a lid or vented microwavable plastic
wrap.

Whole, unpeeled vegetables such as potatoes, squash, eggplant, etc., should have theirskin
pricked in several spots before cooking to prevent them from bursting.

Formore even cooking, stiror rearrange whole vegetables halfway through the cooking time.
Generally, the denser the food, the longerthe standing time. (Standing time refers to the time
necessary for dense, large foods and vegetables to finish cooking after they come out of the oven.)
A baked potato can stand on the counterfor five minutes before cooking is completed, while a
dish of peas can be served immediately.
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Cleaning and maintaining your microwave oven

Keeping your microwave oven clean improves its performance, wards off unnecessary repairs, and
lengthens its life.

Cleaning the exterior

It's best to clean spills on the outside of your microwave oven as they occur. Use a soft cloth and
warm, soapy water. Rinse and dry.

/\ CAUTION

Do not get waterinto the vents. Never use abrasive products or chemical solvents such as ammonia
oralcohol as they can damage the appearance of your microwave.

A\ WARNING

Unplug the microwave plug before cleaning.

Cleaning underyour microwave oven

Regularly clean grease and dust from the bottom of your microwave using a solution of warm water
and detergent.

Cleaning the control panel

Wipe with a damp cloth and dry thoroughly. Do not use cleaning sprays, large amounts of soap and
water, abrasives, or sharp objects on the panel as it is easily damaged.

Cleaning the doorand doorseals

Always ensure that the door seals are clean and that the door closes properly. Take particular care
when cleaning the door seals to ensure that no particles accumulate and prevent the door from
closing correctly. Wash the glass door with very mild soap and water. Be sure to use a soft cloth to
avoid scratching.

NOTE

If steam accumulates inside or outside the oven door, wipe with a soft cloth. Steam can accumulate
when you operate the oven when humidity is high and in no way indicates microwave leakage.

Cleaning the interior

/\ CAUTION

To avoid injury, ensure that the microwave oven has cooled down before cleaning it.

/\ CAUTION

Remove the glass tray from the oven when cleaning the oven ortray. To prevent the tray from
breaking, handle it with care and do not put it in waterimmediately after cooking. Wash the tray
carefully in warm sudsy water orin the dishwasher.

Cleaning the turntable and rollerrings

Clean the rollerrings periodically and wash the turntable as required. The turntable can be washed
safely in your dishwasher.
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Storing and repairing your microwave oven

Replacing the oven light

If you need to store your microwave oven for a short or extended period of time, choose a dust-free,
dry location. Dust and dampness may adversely affect the functionality of the microwave parts.

A\ WARNING

Do not repair, replace, or service any part of your microwave oven yourself. Allow only a qualified
service technician to perform repairs. If the oven is faulty and needs servicing, oryou are in doubt
about its condition, unplug the oven from the power outlet and contact your nearest service center.
Do not use the oven if the microwave oven is damaged, in particular, if the door or door seals are
damaged orthe door does not close properly. This can be caused by a broken hinge, a worn out seal or
distorted/bent casing.
